OSHA’s Injury Rate Database Now Searchable 
 
Earlier this year the Occupational Safety and Health 
Administration opened their work-related injury and 
illness data to the public.  The online searchable 
database includes information from more than 80,000 
employers covering 1996 to 2007.  
 
The site is located at:  
http://www.osha.gov/pls/odi/establishment_search.htm l 
and includes: 

• Establishment name  
• Address  
• Industry  
• Associated Total Case Rate  
• Days Away Restricted Transfer (DART) case 

rate  
• Days Away From Work (DAFWII). 

The data is used to "guide OSHA's strategic 
management plan" and "focus its Site Specific Targeting 
(SST) Program."  
 
Keep in mind that communication earlier this year 
identified OSHA site-specific targeting program at the 
following employers: 
 
• Manufacturing establishments with a DART rate of 9 or 

more or a DAFWII rate of 6 or more 
• Non-manufacturing establishments with a DART rate 

of 15 or more, or a DAFWII rate of 13 or more 

• Nursing homes and personal care facilities with DART 

of 17 or more, or a DAFWII rate of 14 or more
