Southwest Chapter PDC 
 

The annual Southwest Chapter Professional 
Development Conference was held February 8 at the 
Dallas Scottish Rite Hospital.  This was our first 
opportunity to be at the Hospital since their renovations 
were completed.  The renovations provided us a great 
spot for our luncheon and speaker.  Previously we had 
to move quite a ways from the Auditorium and the room 
was generally quite tight.  That is certainly not the case 
now.   
 
The PDC provided a broad array of topics to assist 
Safety professionals in their jobs.  We began with a 
heartfelt presentation from Whitney Short who lost her 
husband in a work place electrocution.  She certainly 
brought home how personal safety really is.   
 

She was followed by 
Yvonne Amy of the Fort Worth 
OSHA office.  Amy provided a very 
clear picture of what OSHA is looking for when 
entering a business for an inspection.   
 
Next, our own Gary Ticker walked us through some 
examples of dealing with employee outrage.  It 
seems this is becoming more important for all 
employers to pay attention to this area. 
 
Our morning rounded out with Rod Fulenwider 
providing some perspective on Employee selection 
and the importance of checking out your employees 
before hiring, so that surprises can be limited. 
 
We were privileged to have as our luncheon 
speaker, Skipper Kendrick.  Skipper is also one of 
our own, but is also a recent past president of the 
Society and a Society Fellow.  Skipper through his 
usual engaging style helped to remind us that 
behind all the facts and figures safety is very 
personal.  Reinforcing the message that Mrs. Short 
had provided that morning. 
 
Our afternoon session began with Dr. Thomas 
Gilliam.  He provided great information of Human 
Performance testing.  He addressed discerning 
what type of testing you want to conduct so that 
your end result is a functional employee.   
 
He was followed by Rolando Cedillo with the Safety 
Professionals and the Latino Workforce Committee 
(SPALW).  Mr. Cedillo emphasized some of the key 
area where business as usual may not connect with 
this workforce segment.   
 
Finally our day was topped off by Sgt. Dan Birbeck 
of the Dallas County Hospital District Police 
Department.  Sgt. Birbeck provided guidance on 
dealing with Intruder events and how to best survive 
if you are caught in one.

The ABC Central Texas Chapter recieved an OSHA 
grant to offer FREE training for equipment operators on 
ROPS and seat belts.  
 
The focus of the training seminar is prevention of 
injuries and fatalities to equipment operators through 
the use of Roll-over Protective Structures (ROPS) and 

seat belts. Training covers basic equipment safety, 
ROPS, seat belts, working on slopes, use of 
vibratory compaction, and equipment 
loading/unloading.  Target audiences for training 
are public sector companies with roller/compactor 
equipment operators, supervisors and managers.  
 
Additionally, training will cover AEM (Association of 
Equipment Manufacturers) Roller/Compactor safety 
manual supplied by different equipment 
manufacturers with each piece of equipment sold or 
rented. Each student will receive their own copy of 
the safety manual.
